Psalm 122: 
This psalm presents a scene of jubilation as 
multitudes of exiled pilgrims begin to return 
to their beloved holy city.  With joyful faces, 
they are filled with Messianic hope as they 
behold the restoration of their temple.  
In this season we envision similar throngs 
beginning to gather in churches for spiritual 
preparation, in homes for food and fellow-
ship, at malls to partake of the gift-giving 
rituals, in the streets to make holiday merri-
ment and melody.   
In all of our holiday activity this Advent, may 
we come each week “rejoicing to the house of 
the Lord” that we may be renewed in our 
own Messianic hope and celebrate the com-
ing Savior with hearts filled with the joyful 
anticipation.

SAINT JOHN OF DAMASCUS (c. 675-749) 
December 4  
 From almost 1300 years ago, John’s message for the 
church’s spirituality and mission is surprisingly contemporary. 
Pope Benedict said that in our modern culture of images, sacred 
images often speak more eloquently than words. This 
“incarnational theology,” the concept that visible, tangible ele-
ments can give believers access to divine realities beyond, found 
an eloquent champion in John of Damascus. He challenged the 
Iconoclasts (image-breakers), whose misinterpretation of the 
biblical prohibition of idolatrous images (Exodus 20:4-5) led 
them to campaign for the destruction of all sacred art. Before this 
controversy, however, John bore witness to Christ in a way that 
provides a timely example for Christians in today’s pluralistic 
society. Succeeding his grandfather and father, John served as 
chief financial officer to the Muslim caliph, professing his Chris-
tian faith without compromise, while winning the esteem of his 
Islamic sovereign by his competence and integrity. No wonder 
John could eloquently defend icons as “windows into heaven”—
he had already learned to see Christ in the living icons of people 
different from himself yet fashioned in the same divine image!

Advent Wreath Lighting  — Families in the Light 

As we approach the beautiful season of Advent, we invite our 
parishioners to participate in the lighting of the Advent 
wreath during the four weeks of Advent. The lighting sched-
ule sign up poster is on the Narthex bulletin board. The Ad-
vent wreath is green in color and is a sign of new life. The 
circle shape reminds us that God's love for us never ends. The 
Advent candles signify the strong contrast between darkness 
& light. As the coming of the Christ Child draws closer an-
other candle is lit, each candle dispelling the darkness a little 
more as we wait with great expectation for the birth of the 
Christ Child, the Light of the World. Let us together be 
LIGHT to one another. We welcome you to light our Advent 
wreath at a Mass of your choice. When it is your time to light 
the wreath, alert the Sacristan before mass that you will light 
it.

Each 
evening will bring a different topic, a different approach, and 
a different experience which will enrich your own in this sea-
son of anticipation. As we sing “O Come, O Come Emmanu-
el,” come discover how to be present to one another, receive 
Christ’s Presence with us, and bring His Presence to the 
world!  
   

 
HOPEFUL EXPECTATION 
 Our liturgical year begins with the season of 
Advent—a time of hopeful expectation of the coming of 
the Lord. On the First Sunday of Advent we look for-
ward to the end of time when we will awaken to the 
dawn of Christ’s new day.  
 Today we hear Isaiah speak of a day when 
God’s power will have brought universal peace and 
God’s Word will have instructed all people, radiating 
God’s “light” (teachings) into all of human society. Only 
when humanity walks “in the light of the Lඈඋൽ” (Isaiah 
2:5), when all people desire to be instructed “in [God’s] 
ways” (Isaiah 2:3), will the world be set aright and our 
deepest longings fulfilled. The reading from Romans 
calls us to “awake from sleep” for this final “day is at 
hand” (Romans 13:11, 12). Together this Sunday’s 
scriptures proclaim our Christian faith that Jesus is the 
One who will finally come to fulfill God’s plan of salva-
tion.
