PSALM PRAYER  

“We lift our hearts to the Lord.” 

Psalm 24:   The first line of Psalm 24 
sets the stage for the coming of the Lord.  Creation 
has achieved its fullness and the world stands ready 
to welcome its Firstborn.  In St. Paul’s Letter to the 
Galatians we hear of the “fullness of time,” the mo-
ment when heaven descended to earth, the moment 
of Incarnation. 

 Joining with the psalmist we ascend the holy 
mountain to witness this fullness.  The one who as-
cends must be clean of heart, the psalmist contin-
ues.  It is the pure of heart who will see God.  Jesus 
has assured the multitudes on the Mount of Beati-
tudes, just as he assures us. 

 As we prepare to behold the manifestation of God-
with-us, Emmanuel, we look into our hearts for that 
purity, that preparation that enables us to welcome 
the Savior.  With sinless hands and clean hearts we 
stand “in this holy place” ready to receive a blessing 
from the Lord.

SOLEMNITY OF MARY, THE HOLY  
MOTHER OF GOD IS A HOLY DAY OF  

OBLIGATION...A VIGIL MASS WILL BE HELD ON 
TUESDAY, DECEMBER 31ST AT 5:30PM.  

MASSES ON WEDNESDAY,  
JANUARY 1, 2020 WILL BE AT 9AM & 11AM. 
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SAINT STEPHEN (first century) 
December 26 
 “A man filled with faith and the Holy Spirit” (Acts 
6:5): thus Luke introduces Stephen, first of seven dea-
cons chosen by the community for its ministry of chari-
ty, first to lay down his life in witness to Christ. As the 
church’s first martyr, Stephen’s life and death mirror 
the preaching and passion of Jesus, “the faithful wit-
ness” (Greek, martyr) (Revelation 1:5). Like Jesus, Ste-
phen works “great signs and wonders among the peo-
ple” (Acts 6:8). Like Jesus, when falsely accused, Ste-
phen’s face radiates angelic serenity (Acts 6:15), though 
his tongue, like Jesus’, is a two-edged sword. As the 
dying Jesus forgave his executioners, even making ex-
cuses for them, then commended his spirit into his Fa-
ther’s hands (Luke 23:34, 46), so Stephen intercedes for 
his murderers and begs Jesus to receive his spirit (Acts 
7:60, 59). How fruitful both passions! The penitent thief 
inherits Paradise; Saul, who consented to Stephen’s kill-
ing, is transformed into the fearless preacher Paul. Thus 
Stephen challenges us to bear witness not in words on-
ly, but by Christ-like forgiveness toward all.

TRUST IN GOD 
 On this final Sunday of Advent our scriptures focus 
on the historical birth of Jesus, who is son of David and 
Son of God, child and king, Jesus and Emmanuel. 
 Isaiah the prophet begs Ahaz to ask for a sign, to 
allow God to offer him reassurance of the survival of the 
Davidic dynasty. The king hypocritically refuses to 
“tempt the Lඈඋൽ” in that way (Isaiah 7:12), but the 
prophet foretells the birth of a son, an heir to the throne, 
who will prove the Lord’s enduring protection of God’s 
chosen lineage on the throne of David. The child will be 
called Emmanuel. 
 Matthew’s reference to this history in his description 
of the birth of Jesus highlights the contrast between the 
faithless refusal of trust shown by Ahaz, and the com-
plete trust in God shown by Mary and Joseph in bringing 
about the birth of Jesus Christ.
