PSALM PRAYER  

        

   “We lift our hearts to the 
Lord.” 
 

Psalm 29 

Subtitled “God’s Majesty in the 
Storm,” this psalm refers to the voice 
of the Lord seven times. This number 
symbolizes completion or perfec-
tion.  The Lord’s voice imitates the 
sound of thunder and power.  It is to 
the Lord alone that we ascribe domin-
ion and glory.  And we do so infinite-
ly.  

A second theme emerges in this 
psalm. The storm imagery is inter-
rupted with our response, one that 
speaks of calm: The Lord will bless his 
people with peace.  It is the Lord’s re-
assurance that throughout the 
storms of our own challenges the 
Lord will offer us safety and securi-
ty.  And he will do so infinitely. 

On this Solemnity of the Lord’s Bap-
tism, the Entrance Antiphon also cap-
tures the “thunder” of God’s voice. 
The heavens were opened and the 
voice of the Father thundered: This is 
my beloved Son, with whom I am well 
pleased.  As one commentary has 
pointed out regarding the psalm, the 
Word Made Flesh has been given 
“voice” by his Father.  

We join with the psalmist today in 
celebrating the majesty of God, the 
assurance of a peace that only God 
can give and the gift of the Father’s 
Son in whom God is well pleased.

THIS IS MY BELOVED SON 
 This Sunday’s celebraƟon of the BapƟsm of the Lord clos-
es the Christmas season. In the scriptures we see one more 
epiphany, or manifestaƟon, of the Spirit of God in Jesus—but 
this Ɵme it is as an adult, rather than as a child. Jesus’ bap-
Ɵsm also serves as the inauguraƟon of his propheƟc mission 
and the messianic age.  
 Today’s reading from Isaiah describes God’s chosen Mes-
siah, upon whom God’s spirit rests. In the Acts of the Apostles 
Peter says that “God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy 
Spirit and power” (Acts 10:38). Finally, in the proclamaƟon 
from MaƩhew’s Gospel Jesus’ bapƟsm in water goes almost 
unnoƟced. The crucial moment comes when the Spirit of God 
comes upon Jesus and a voice from heaven echoes the words 
of Isaiah: “This is my beloved Son, with whom I am well 
pleased” (MaƩhew 3:17). 
 
TODAY’S READINGS 
First Reading — Isaiah speaks of the Servant whom the LORD 
upholds; he shall bring forth jusƟce to the naƟons  
(Isaiah 42:1-4, 6-7). 
Psalm — The Lord will bless his people with peace (Psalm 29). 
Second Reading — Jesus was anointed by God with the Holy 
Spirit; he went out healing and doing good  
(Acts 10:34-38). 
Gospel — A voice comes from heaven proclaiming Jesus as 
the beloved Son, with whom God is well pleased  
(MaƩhew 3:13-17).

SAINT HILARY (c. 315-367)               January 13 
 Born in PoiƟers, France, whose populace would later elect 
him bishop, Hilary, married and a father, was converted from 
paganism to ChrisƟanity through his reading of scripture. The 
focus of his prayerful study was the Prologue to the Gospel 
according to John, which portrays Jesus as the divine Logos, 
eternally begoƩen of the Father. As a result, Hilary became in 
the words of the biblical scholar Jerome, “the LaƟn Trumpet 
against the Arians,” hereƟcs who believed Jesus to be merely 
human, not divine. In defense of Christ’s divinity, Hilary was 
not only eloquent in debate but uƩerly fearless in the face of 
relentless persecuƟon and even exile. Thus by the witness of 
his own discipleship, Hilary taught that faith in Jesus as the 
divine Son of God has consequences. ReflecƟng on Jesus’ chal-
lenge to his disciples, “You are the salt of the earth” (MaƩhew 
5:13), Hilary notes that, as salt both preserves from corrup-
Ɵon and adds savor to food, so must the faithful disciple bear 
a witness that, by word and example, leads others to immor-
tality and virtuous living. 
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
