Lenten Regulations: Catholics ages 14 and older are to 
abstain from meat on all Fridays during Lent. The rule 
does not apply when health or ability to work would be 
seriously impacted. Catholics who have celebrated their 
18th birthday, but have not yet marked their 59th are to fast 
on Ash Wednesday & Good Friday. On days of fast, one 
full meal is allowed.

PSALM PRAYER

Psalm 95 

We come in song and in jubilation, ready to offer our 
hymn of praise.  It is easy for us – and for the Israelites 
of old – to express a joyful oblation to God.  However, 
in the midst of our jubilant spirit, the psalmist reminds 
us of a call to obedience: If today you hear his voice, 
harden not your hearts.  It is no accident that the invi-
tation to praise God and heed his voice has become the 
opening prayer of the Liturgy of the Hours, the official 
prayerbook of the Catholic Church. 

Psalm 95, although brief in its expression, is the sub-
ject of a lengthier commentary in the Letter to the He-
brews (3:7-4:11).  The author of this Letter urges the 
reader to remain faithful to the Lord’s call and to heed 
that voice daily: “Take care, brothers and sisters, that 
none of you may have an evil and unfaithful heart, so 
as to forsake the living God.  Encourage one another 
daily while it is still today, so that none of you may 
grow hardened by the deceit of sin.” 
It is today that we hold before us to accept or reject the 
voice of God.  It is today that invites us to renew our 
commitment to harden not our hearts.  We may not 
have a tomorrow to remain faithful to our call.

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SAINT JOSEPH, HUSBAND OF THE BLESSED  
VIRGIN MARY                                   March 19 
 Joseph, someone once joked, was indeed the perfect hus-
band: the only major character in Jesus’ story who never ut-
ters a word! But the Gospel recounts and the liturgy cele-
brates his silent witness of faith-filled deeds: “With a hus-
band’s love he cherished Mary, the Virgin Mother of God; 
with fatherly care he watched over Jesus” (Preface of Saint 
Joseph, Sacramentary). Catholic devotion, therefore, hails 
him as patron-protector of the universal Church. Some cul-
tures set a festive “Saint Joseph’s Table,” welcoming the 
poor and strangers to feast with family and friends. Tradition 
keeps today as the anniversary of his death, which we pre-
sume was peaceful, with Jesus and Mary present. Thus, Cath-
olics invoke Joseph as Patron of a Happy Death. Descended 
from David’s house, which God finished “building” through 
Joseph’s provision of a home for Mary and Jesus, he was, 
fittingly, a carpenter by trade; thus, patron of workers. 
Spring, nature’s rebirth, begins between his feast and Annun-
ciation (March 25), appropriately, since Joseph’s silent obedi-
ence and Mary’s “Let it be done to me according to your 
word” (Luke 1:38) usher in humanity’s spiritual rebirth.

THIRST 
 Each time today’s Gospel story is read, I can’t help 
but think of the many television commercials I’ve seen 
depicting perspiring athletes lifting a beverage to their 
lips while the scorching sun beats down on them. Our 
culture has definite ideas about how to quench thirst. 
Today, those ideas are turned upside down. The Samari-
tan woman operates, initially, on the TV commercial 
level. She asks Jesus for the flowing water so that she 
will not have to keep coming to the well. Jesus then talks 
about what real thirst is, and how he, and he alone, can 
quench that thirst. Lent calls us to find those places deep 
within ourselves where we thirst. In our thirst, as did the 
Israelites, we cry out to God asking for springs of living 
water. Deep down we know that only the Lord can satis-
fy these thirsts.
